Costa Maya is a small tourist region in 
the state of Quintana Roo, Mexico, located 
between Cancún and Belize.  Its port has a 
new and modern tourist shopping mall. The 
center has a central plaza with saltwater pools 
and “swim-up” style bars. There are several 
jewellery stores and many small shops sell-
ing ubiquitous souvenir items. It is generally 
open only to cruise ship passengers.  Costa 
Maya is the closest port of access to many of 
the lesser known Mayan ruins in the Yucatan 
including Chacchoben and Kohunlich. These 
sites are substantially less excavated than the 
better known pyramids near Cancún.

Roatán, located between the islands of 
Útila and Guanaja, is the largest of Honduras' 
Bay Islands.  Located near the largest barrier 
reef in the Caribbean Sea (second largest 
worldwide after Australia’s Great Barrier Reef), 
it has become an important cruise ship and 
scuba diving destination in Honduras. Tourism 
is its most important economic sector, though 
fishing is also an important source of income 
for islanders.

Cozumel is an island in the Caribbean 
Sea off the eastern coast of Mexico's Yucatan 
Peninsula, opposite the Playa del Carmen, 
and close to the Yucatan Channel.  Cozumel 
is a popular tourist destination renowned for 
its scuba diving, snorkeling, shopping and over 
100 restaurants.
